Dear Mr. Hutchison,
I respectfully submit this letter to urge your inclusion of injectable glucocorticoid treatment of individuals affected by adrenal insufficiency in Arkansas’ state-wide emergency response protocols.

CAH is a life-threatening form of adrenal insufficiency resulting in the inability to produce vital hormones.  While easily treated through steroid replacement therapy, there is no cure for CAH.  Individuals affected by this disease are always at risk of adrenal crisis during periods of physical stress or illness. These times may include, but are not limited to febrile illnesses, vomiting, surgery, lengthy medical/dental procedures, and serious injury or trauma.  When illness or injury occurs, adrenally insufficient individuals need immediate additional doses of glucocorticoid medications to prevent adrenal crisis which can lead to shock, heart failure and death.
